Inspired by the Joan of Arc Statue near the starting line, New Orleans artist, Tony Green’s 2007 Crescent City Classic poster is a symbol of the Strength and Hope found deep in the hearts and souls of the people in his battered hometown.  

In Green’s 2007 image, Joan of Arc hovers over the runners as if protecting them as they forge forward.  In her hand, Joan holds the City of New Orleans flag featuring it’s most famous symbol, the Fleur de Lis.    Led by the elite runners, interesting and recognizable characters are found among the crowd letting us know that the Spirit of New Orleans is still there and thriving.  

Green’s work is well known among the collectors of New Orleans art and has been exhibited and collected all over the United States and Europe.   Beginning in 1982, Green split his time between New Orleans and Venice, Italy where he would spend time painting landscapes and playing music with his Italian Gypsy Jazz Trio band.  While in Venice, after the storm, Green organized a benefit concert for Victims of Hurricane Katrina which supported Habitat for Humanity projects in New Orleans.
